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[Crimping]

1) Holding the wheel, release the ratchet and open the handle.

2) Set the crimping unit @ arranged a cable on the crimping guide @ of a
hand tool. The termination processing and line-arrangement method of
cables differs depending on the types of cables.

Refer to a connection procedure manual for each cable of the IX series.
When attaching the crimping unit @ to the crimping guide @ , set it so that
the key @ of the joint may face to the top.

3) Hold thee handle and perform the crimping.

* A ratchet mechanism is equipped with the tool so that the handle may not
open until adequate pressure is applied on the tool. Hold the handle until
the ratchet is released.

* When an excessive load continues to be applied on the handle even
after the ratchet is released, there is a possibility of causing the tool to be
damaged and so on. So, open the handle immediately after the ratchet is
released.

4) Take the crimping unit @ out of the crimping guide @ .

When you take it out, be careful not to damage it by hooking the crimping
unit @ on the guide and the like.

5) Check the crimping state.

(D Make sure that a lock @ of guide parts is put on the crimping unit @ .
@ Make sure that the end of cables @ are being crimped in a state of be-
ing inserted more deeply than the crimping terminal @ .
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[Swaging]
1) Incorporate a shield case and a shield shell into the crimping unit. For details of an incorporating method, refer to the connection procedure
manual.
2) Set a connector on the swaging guide @ . When attaching the connector to the crimping guide @ , set it so that the key @ of the joint may
face to the top, and press it tightly so that the end of connectors may touch the swaging guide @ .
3) Hold thee handle and perform the swaging.
* A ratchet mechanism is equipped with the tool so that the handle may not open until adequate pressure is applied on the tool. Hold the han-
dle until the ratchet is released.
* When an excessive load continues to be applied on the handle even after the ratchet is released, there is a possibility of causing the tool to
be damaged and so on. So, open the handle immediately after the ratchet is released.
4) Take the connector out of the swaging guide @ . When taking it out, be careful not to damage it by hooking the connector on the guide and
the like.
5) Check the swaging state.
(D Check the swaging height @ . Refer to a connection procedure manual of the IX series for provisions of the swaging height.

2) Do not connect other than the applicable
connector or wire.

3) Do not subject the tool to physical impact or
drop.

4) Handle will release after completion of the full
compression. If you want to open the handle
during the connection operation because of
trouble etc., release the ratchet by ratchet
release lever. Do not attempt to release the
handle rather than using the ratchet release
lever as this may damage the tool.

5) When an excessive load continues to be
applied on the handle even after the ratchet
is released, it causes the tool to be loose and
then a normal pressure not to be acquired. So,
be careful.

6) Assure that the connect condition after the
termination with the wire is within specification.

7) Be sure to use the tool as instructed so that
your fingers nor part of clothing is caught in the
tool during connection operation.

8) Modification to this tool is prohibited.

9) Periodically clean the tool as long as it is com-
missioned.

1) Upon completion of work wipe the tool with a soft cloth to remove any stains or
foreign particles, specially in the crimper and anvil areas. Close the handle so that
foreign particles does not enter into the crimper and anvil. Store in the dry place.
