5) Applying an excessive compression even after the anvil and crimper reaches dies touch, that can produce a play in the hand tool. With the hand
tool with a play, the normal pressure cannot be obtained. So, be careful.

6) Assure that the crimp condition after the termination with the wire is within specification.

7) Be sure to use the tool as instructed so that your fingers nor part of clothing is caught in the tool during crimping operation.

8) Modification to this tool is prohibited.

9) Periodically clean the tool as long as it is commissioned.
